8.	PLANNING REPORT
20/58
The overgrown Leylandii hedge between The Dove and the old nursery site was cut down without planning permission. When taxed about this, the landowner said that both his planning consultant and his tree surgeon had advised him that, because the trees concerned were Leylandii, planning permission was not required. It was explained that since Corton is a Conservation Area this is not the case and he was directed to the relevant section of the District Plan:

“Trees within conservation areas are protected as long as they meet the minimum size requirements. They must have a trunk diameter of 7.5cm measured at 1.5 metres above ground level. If the trees in question measure this size or greater than they are protected regardless of their species.”
A subsequent application for felling of another Leylandii hedge and other trees on the old nursery site (20/09070/TCA) has been correctly submitted.
